He also seems to
be potty trained, although we never guarantee.  He will do his
business quickly when he goes outside and eventually will love
to go for extended walks.  If he can’t get outside, he will
consistently use a pp pad and never misses!  When he is outside
on a walk, he is protective and will bark at strangers and big
dogs…but he settles down fairly quickly and just wants to make
friends.  Now that Bruiser is feeling better, he is playing with
his human and canine fosters and toys, asking for belly rubs and
is a wonderful pup.
